Introduction

RP6 Backup was designed to provide a new and improved way of backing up your DigiTech RP5/6-patches. It’s faster, easier to read, easier to edit and enables you to store your whole RP5/6-bank as one single file. If you have previously exchanged patches with others you’ll immediately see the advantage this gives you. Instead of sending and receiving patches one by one - a rather tedious procedure – you’ll be able to upload or download an entire RP5/6-bank from/to the Net. 

RP6 Backup also includes a graphical presentation of the RP6’s parametric EQ.

Compatibility

RP6 Backup has been tested and proved to work with 96% of the .rp5 and .rp6 files that was to be found on the Internet. In other words, 1 of 26 files failed to be opened and that file did not follow the suggested standard.

Uninstalling

Since this program doesn’t come with an installer you need to remove all files and registry entries manually. Please backup your system registry files before doing this! Here’s how to do it:

1. Select Unregister File Types from the File menu.

2. Remove all program files

3. Start the registry editor “regedit” and delete the following key:
“HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE\SOFTWARE\Freemountain World Enterprises”

4. Done!

Using RP6 Backup

Main dialog
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Let’s have a look at all those buttons:

I’m sure you recognize the eight leftmost buttons from the RP5/6 and yes, they have the same function. The remaining three buttons:

File: 

Load: 
Load bank or patch.

Save:
Save bank or patch.

Clear:
Clear bank or patch.

Copy:
Copy patch.

Options:

Register File types:
Sets the proper associations for .rp5, .rp6, rpb files to enabled you to open them by just double clicking them.

Unregister File Types:
Removes the above mentioned associations

Show Patch Info:
Enables/disables the dialog that appears after loading a faulty/incomplete patch file.

About:
Show the about box.

Exit:
Hmm….

EQ: Shows a graphic presentation of the RP5/6 parametric EQ

Info: Brings up the Info dialog where you can enter the patch’s name, your name and e-mail and comments to the patch.

Loading

RP-6 Backup supports two different file-formats; the standard single patch .rp5/.rp6 and a full bank format .rpb. The program should work flawlessly when using the bank format but you might encounter a couple of problems when working with patch files not generated by RP-6 Backup. However, if the patch follows the suggested format there shouldn’t be any trouble. When loading a patch not generated by RP-6 Backup you will probably be presented to a dialog similar to this:
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Let’s have a look at what this dialog means: 

Well, it says failed… But that’s nothing to be afraid of. This probably means that you haven’t used all the entries in your RP5/6 file. Example: Let’s say that your patch did not use the Dual Delay effect and therefore you didn’t write down the unused values beneath the ON/OFF entry. RP6 Backup couldn’t find those entries and there for reports failing on 5 entries. But if you are certain that no entries are left out it is a good idea to compare your RP5/6 file with the RP6 Backup display.

“Fixed RP-5/6 file on 43 locations” means that the file differed some from the PC text file standard and that RP6 Backup had to correct the problem. Different computers use different ways of marking the end of a line, Unix uses only $0A and Macintosh only $0D (or it’s the other way around, I can’t quite remember) whereas PC’s uses $0D0A. After loading the file the corrections will be stored and the file shouldn’t need another correction. Unchecking the Show Patch Loading Info menu item under Options will remove this dialog.

Saving

Saving is as easy as loading. If you choose to save a single patch, a tidy little text file will be generated that RP6 Backup will read without any problems whatsoever. If you choose to save a bank a binary file will be generated that cannot be read by you or any other program than RP6 Backup.
Copying a patch

RP6 Backup does not have the same ability to copy a patch using the store button as the RP5/6. Instead you’ll have to select Copy from the file menu or simply press CTRL+C. Fill in source and destination patch with or without the ‘U’ in front and press OK.

Editing a patch

Quite simple, everything works as on the RP6. Just press Edit and you’re off! I recommend that you use the keyboard shortcuts since it’s a lot faster. 

Tip: If you have a delay time bigger than 150 it’s faster to first maximize the value using Insert and then decrease it to the correct value using Page Down or End.

Editing/viewing Patch Information

To start viewing the patch information press Info. When you’re done you can either close the “Additional Information” window or press Info again. To enter information you must press Edit and when you’re done, you can press Store to save your comments or Edit again to discard them. Tip: Let’s say that you are entering all your patches, eventually you realize that it’s kind of a drag entering your name and e-mail in all patches. Simply right-click over the author or e-mail field and select “copy to remaining patches”!

Viewing the equalizer

Press EQ and gaze away! The EQ may not be 100% correct but it’s darn close! And unlike the EQ included in the last version of this program this one is based on real frequencies and Q-Values. You will see four different curves where the three vaguest curves represent the individual Q’s and a fat black curve that is the actual EQ curve. When you’re done you can either close the EQ window or press the EQ button on the main window again. To repaint the EQ curve, activate the window or click the mouse somewhere on the curve. Also, when you click somewhere on the EQ curve, a ToolTip will appear containing the frequency and the gain for that frequency.
